Under the guidance of a Landscape Architect or Certified Arborist,
erect a fence at the critical root zone (CRZ) of trees where the CRZ
is established as being 10 centimetres from the trunk of a tree for
every centimetre of trunk diameter at breast height. The CRZ is
calculated as DBH x 10cm. Refer to the Tree Protection Fence
detail. See plan for fence location.

When trees to be removed overlap with the CRZ of trees to be
preserved: cut roots at the edge of the CRZ and grind down stumps
after tree removals, do not pull out stumps. Ensure there is not root
pulling or disturbance of the ground within the CRZ.
