EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Assessment 

Paterson Group was retained by NCTL Homes Inc., to conduct a Phase I-Environmental 

Site Assessment (ESA) for 6408 Renaud Road, in the City of Ottawa, Ontario.  The 

purpose of this Phase I-ESA was to research the past and current use of the Phase I 

Property and 250m Phase I Study Area, and to identify any environmental concerns with 

the potential to have impacted the Phase I Property. 

Based on the available historical information, the Phase I Property was initially developed 

with the existing residential dwelling prior to 1965. No changes to the property use have 

been noted since that time. No historical potentially contaminating activities (PCAs) were 

identified on the Phase I Property.  

The majority of surrounding lands within the Phase I Study Area were historically used 

for agricultural or were vacant with some residential use along the Renaud Road and 

White Street. The surrounding area was further developed in the last decade and majority 

of the surrounding properties were developed with residential dwellings. 

Following the historical research, a site visit was conducted. The Phase I Property is 

currently occupied by one-storey residential dwelling with a full basement level, a 

detached car garage and a storage shed. No environmental concerns were identified with 

the current use of the Phase I Property. 

Land use within the Phase I Study Area consists of residential properties and one 

institutional building. No potentially contaminating activities (PCAs) were identified within 

the Phase I Study Area. 

Based on the findings of the Phase I ESA, it is our opinion that a Phase II- 

Environmental Site Assessment is not required for the Phase I Property. 

Recommendations  

Given the presence of potential vent and fill pipes along the exterior wall of the building, 

which are assumed to be related to a former above-ground storage tank (AST), additional 

soil testing is required on the Phase I Property to evaluate soil conditions before any off-

site removal, in accordance with the Excess Soil Regulation 

Based on the age of the subject building (prior to 1965), asbestos containing building 

materials may be potentially present within the structure. Potential ACMs observed in the 

subject buildings include drywall joint compound, vinyl floor tiles, suspended ceiling tiles 

and stippled plaster. These materials were observed to be in fair to good condition at the 
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time of the site inspection and do not represent an immediate concern to the building’s 

occupants. An asbestos survey of the subject building should be conducted in accordance 

with Ontario Regulation 278/05, under the Occupational Health and Safety Act, prior to 

any proposed demolition activities, if one has not already been conducted. 

Based on the age of the subject buildings (prior to 1965), lead-based paints may be 

present on any original or older painted surfaces. The painted surfaces within the subject 

buildings were generally observed to be in good condition and do not pose an immediate 

concern to the occupants of the building. Major work involving lead-based paint or other 

lead containing products must be done in accordance with O. Reg 843, under the 

Occupational Health and Safety Act. 

It is recommended that a Designated Substance Survey (DSS) be conducted for the 

existing building prior to any future renovation or demolition activities.

1.0 INTRODUCTION 

At the request of NCTL Homes Inc., Paterson Group (Paterson) conducted a 

Phase I-Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I-ESA) for 6408 Renaud Road, in 

the City of Ottawa, Ontario. The purpose of this Phase I-ESA was to research the 

past and current use of the Phase I Property and properties within the Phase I 

Study Area to identify any potentially contaminating activities (PCAs) that would 

result in areas of potential environmental concern (APECs) on the subject land.   

Paterson was engaged to conduct this Phase I-ESA by Ms. Carine Toham Ngoy 

with NCTL Homes Inc. Ms. Carine Toham Ngoy can be reached by telephone at 

(819)-431-3401. 

This report has been prepared specifically and solely for the above noted project 

which is described herein. It contains all our findings and results of the 

environmental conditions at this site. 

This Phase I-ESA report has been prepared in general accordance with Ontario 

Regulation (O.Reg.) 153/04, as amended, under the Environmental Protection Act, 

and CSA Z768-01 (reaffirmed 2022). The conclusions presented herein are based 

on information gathered from a limited historical review and field inspection 

program. The findings of the Phase I-ESA are based on a review of readily 

available geological, historical and regulatory information and a cursory review 

made at the time of the field assessment. The historical research relies on 

information supplied by others, such as, local, provincial and federal agencies and 

was limited within the scope-of-work, time and budget of the project herein.

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3.0 SCOPE OF INVESTIGATION 

The scope of work for this Phase I – Environmental Site Assessment was as 

follows: 

❑ Determine the historical activities on the Phase I property and Study Area by 

conducting a review of readily available records, reports, photographs, plans, 

mapping, databases, and regulatory agencies; 

❑ Investigate the existing conditions present at the Phase I property and Study 

Area by conducting site reconnaissance; 

❑ Conduct interviews with persons knowledgeable of current and historic 

operations on the subject properties, and if warranted, neighbouring properties; 

❑ Present the results of our findings in a comprehensive report in general 

accordance with the requirements of O.Reg. 153/04, as amended, under the 

Environmental Protection Act, and CSA Z768-01 (reaffirmed 2022); 

❑ Provide a preliminary environmental site evaluation based on our findings; 

❑ Provide preliminary remediation recommendations and further investigative 

work if contamination is suspected or encountered.  
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4.0 RECORDS REVIEW  

4.1 General  

Phase I-ESA Study Area Determination 

A radius of approximately 250m was determined to be appropriate as a Phase I 

Study Area for this assignment. Properties outside the 250m radius are not 

considered to have impacted the subject land, based on their significant distance 

from the site.  

First Developed Use Determination 

Based on a review of available historical information, the Phase I Property was first 

developed with a residential dwelling prior to 1965 and has been used for 

residential purposes ever since.  

Fire Insurance Plans (FIPs) 

Fire Insurance Plans (FIPs) are not available for the Phase I Property or the 

neighboring properties. 

City of Ottawa Street Directories 

City directories are not available for the area of the Phase I Property. 

Chain of Title  

Given the available information, it was determined that the results of a chain of title 

search would not contribute to the environmental assessment for the Phase I 

Property. Therefore, a chain of title search was not completed as part of this 

assessment.  

Plan of Survey 

A topographic plan of survey for the Phase I Properly, prepared by Farley, Smith 

& Denis Surveying Ltd. was reviewed as part of the Phase I ESA. The plan shows 

the Phase I Property in its current configuration. A copy of the topographic plan of 

survey is provided in Appendix 1.  

Previous Environmental Reports 

To our knowledge, no other environmental reports are available that are relevant 
to the Phase I Property. 
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4.2 Environmental Source Information 

Environment Canada 

A search of the National Pollutant Release Inventory (NPRI) was conducted 

electronically on October 11, 2024. No records were found in the NPRI database 

for properties within the Phase I Study Area.  

PCB Inventory 

A search of provincial PCB waste storage sites was conducted. No PCB waste 

storage sites were identified within the Phase I Study Area. 

Areas of Natural Significance 

A search for areas of natural significance and features within the Phase I Study 

Area was conducted on the website of the Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources 

(MNR) on October 11, 2024. The search did not reveal any areas of natural 

significance within the Phase I Study Area.  

Ministry of the Environment, Conservation and Parks Freedom of 

Information Request 

A request was submitted to the MECP FOI office for information with respect to 

reports related to environmental conditions for the Phase I Property. A response 

from the MECP was received on November 5, 2024. No records were found in 

search through ministry files. A copy of the response has been appended to this 

report. 

MECP Instruments 

A request was submitted to the MECP Freedom of Information (FOI) office for 

information with respect to certificates of approval, permits to take water, 

certificates of property use or any other similar MECP issued instruments for the 

site. A response from the MECP was received on November 5, 2024. No records 

were found in search through ministry files. A copy of the response has been 

appended to this report. 

MECP Waste Management Records 

A request was submitted to the MECP FOI office for information with respect to 

waste management records. A response from the MECP was received on 

November 5, 2024. No records were found in search through ministry files. A copy 

of the response has been appended to this report. 
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MECP Submissions 

A request was submitted to the MECP FOI office for information with respect to 

reports related to environmental conditions for the Phase I Property. A response 

from the MECP was received on November 5, 2024. No records were found in 

search through ministry files. A copy of the response has been appended to this 

report. 

MECP Incident Reports 

A request was submitted to the MECP FOI office for information with respect to 

records concerning environmental incidents, orders, offences, spills, discharges of 

contaminants, inspections maintained by the MECP for the Phase I Property or 

neighbouring properties. A response from the MECP was received on November 

5, 2024. No records were found in search through ministry files. A copy of the 

response has been appended to this report. 

MECP Brownfields Environmental Site Registry 

A search of the MECP Brownfields Environmental Site Registry (ESR) was 

conducted as part of this assessment for the site, neighbouring properties and the 

general area of the site. No record of site condition (RSC) was identified for the 

Phase I Property or surrounding properties within the Phase I Study Area.  

MECP Waste Disposal Site Inventory 

The Ontario Ministry of Environment document titled "Waste Disposal Site 

Inventory in Ontario, 1991" was reviewed as part of the historical research. This 

document includes all recorded active and closed waste disposal sites, industrial 

manufactured gas plants and coal tar distillation plants in the Province of Ontario. 

No waste disposal sites were listed in the database for the Phase I Property or 

properties within the Phase I Study Area.  

Technical Standards and Safety Authority (TSSA) 

The TSSA, Fuels Safety Branch in Toronto, was contacted electronically on 

October 11, 2024, to inquire about current and former underground/aboveground 

storage tanks, spills, and incidents for the subject and neighbouring properties. The 

response from the TSSA indicated that no records were listed in the TSSA registry 

for the Phase I Property or surrounding properties within the Phase I Study Area.  

A copy of the TSSA correspondence is included in Appendix 2. 
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City of Ottawa Historical Land Use Inventory (HLUI)   

A request for a search of the City of Ottawa’s Historical Land Use Inventory (HLUI) 

database was submitted to the City of Ottawa. A response was received on 

November 14, 2024, and contained no records for the Phase I Property.  

The HLUI response did identify one record for the property located at 3509 Navan 

Road, approximately 200 m southeast of the Phase I Property. The record is 

associated with a business named Taillefer Andre, identified as a wholesale trade 

operation in 2012. Based on a review of aerial photographs, the property appears 

to be used as a rear yard/private garage associated with a residential dwelling. 

This record is not considered a PCA within the Phase I Study Area. 

A copy of the HLUI response letter, along with the associated map and table, is 

provided in Appendix 2. 

Environmental Risk Information Service (ERIS) Report 

An Environmental Risk Information Services (ERIS) report, dated October 10, 

2024, was acquired for the Phase I Property and reviewed as part of this 

assessment. It should be noted that the ERIS report includes information that 

would normally be obtained through the MECP FOI, MECP well records search as 

well as several other records (i.e., incident reports, waste generators, etc.). The 

complete ERIS report has been included in Appendix 2. 

❑ On-Site Records: 

The ERIS report identified two well records for Phase I Property, which are further 

discussed in the water well records section of this report. 

❑ Off-Site Records: 

A total of 18 records from various databases were identified for properties within a 

250m radius of the Phase I Property (5 of which are previous ERIS searches). 

The ERIS report identified two pipeline incident records for surrounding properties 

within the Phase I Study Area. Borth records are related to pipeline damage to gas 

line and are not considered to represent an environmental concern to the Phase I 

Property. 

The ERIS report identified one Ontario Spill record for the property addressed 6401 

Renaud Road, approximately 20m north of the Phase I Property. The record is 

dated September of 2021 and pertains to a minor air spill of natural gas due to 

pipeline incident. Based on the type of record associated with natural gas spill, the 
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identified spill record is not considered to represent an environmental concern to 

the Phase I Property.  

The ERIS report identified four Waste Generator records for the property 

addressed 6401 Renaud Road, approximately 20m north of the Phase I Property. 

The records are related to waste generation at a school and listed waste class are 

other specified organics, organic laboratory chemicals, and inorganic laboratory 

chemicals between year 2018 to 2022. Based on the type of waste classes listed, 

these records are not considered to represent an environmental concern to the 

Phase I Property. 

The ERIS report identified one environmental compliance approval record for 

surrounding property within the Phase I Study Area. The record is limited to sewer 

and water works and is not considered to pose an environmental risk to the Phase 

I Property.  

The ERIS report identified three well records and two borehole records for 

surrounding properties within the Phase I Study Area, which are further discussed 

in the water well records section of this report. 

4.3 Physical Setting Sources 

Aerial Photographs 

Historical air photos from the National Air Photo Library were reviewed in 

approximate ten (10) year intervals. Based on the review, the following 

observations have been made: 

 1965  The Phase I Property is occupied by a residential dwelling. Renaud 

Road is observed adjacent to north of the Phase I Property. The 

surrounding properties consist of vacant/agricultural lands.  

 1976   A private car garage is constructed in the southwest portion of the 

Phase I Property. The properties to the east and southeast of the 

Phase I Property are developed with residential dwellings along 

White Street and Renaud Road. White Street is observed 

constructed to the east of the Phase I Property.  

 1988  (Poor Scale) No significant changes are apparent with regard to the 

Phase I Property. Further residential development is observed to the 

southeast of the Phase I Property, along White Street.

 1991  An addition to the former residential dwelling is observed on the 

Phase I Property. No significant changes are apparent with regard to 

the surrounding properties. 

 2002  No significant changes are apparent with regard to the Phase I 

Property. Further residential development is observed to the 

southeast of the Phase I Property, along White Street.  

 2011  No significant changes are apparent with regard to the Phase I 

Property.  The vegetation has been cleared from the properties north 

of the Phase I Property.  

 2022  No significant changes are apparent with regard to the Phase I 

Property. The surrounding properties to the northwest and west of 

the Phase I Property are developed with residential buildings. 

Additionally, a school has been constructed to the north of the Phase 

I Property along Renaud Road. 

 Copies of selected aerial photographs reviewed are included in Appendix 1. 

Physiographic Maps 

A Physiographic Map was reviewed from the Natural Resources Canada – The 

Atlas of Canada website. According to this physiographic map, the site is located 

in the St. Lawrence Lowlands. According to the mapping description provided: 

“The lowlands are plain-like areas that were all affected by the Pleistocene 

glaciations and are therefore covered by surficial deposits and other features 

associated with the ice sheets.” The Phase I Property is located in the Central St. 

Lawrence Lowland, which is generally less than 150 m above sea level. 

Topographic Maps 

Topographic maps were obtained from Natural Resources Canada – The Atlas of 

Canada website and from the City of Ottawa website. The topographic maps 

indicate that the elevation of the Phase I Property is approximately 85m above sea 

level. The regional topography in the general area of the Phase I Property slopes 

downward to the south. An illustration of the referenced topographic map is 

presented on Figure 2 – Topographic Map, appended to this report. 

Geological Maps 

The Geological Survey of Canada website on the Urban Geology of the National 

Capital Area was consulted as part of this assessment. Based on the information 

from NRCAN, bedrock in the area of the site consists of interbedded limestone and 
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shale of the Lindsay Formation. Based on the maps, the surficial geology consists 

of nearshore marine sediments with an overburden thickness ranging from 25 to 

50m.  

Water Well Records 

A search of the MECPs website was conducted on October 16, 2024, for all drilled 

well records within a 250m radius of the Phase I Property. Two well records were 

identified for the Phase I Property. The water wells were installed in 1970 and 1972 

for domestic water supply. 

The search identified three well records for surrounding properties within the 

Phase I Study Area, one pertains to monitoring well records, dated 2012. The 

monitoring well is assumed to have been installed for geotechnical purposes 

and/or as part of previous environmental investigations. The remaining two records 

pertain to domestic supply wells installed in 1969 and 1970. Based on the 

availability of municipal services, no drinking water wells are expected to be 

currently in use within the Phase I Study Area. A copy of the well records has been 

included in Appendix 2.  

In general, according to the well records, the strata in the Phase I Study Area 

consists of sand over underlying clay, over limestone bedrock. Limestone bedrock 

was encountered at depths ranging from 29.87 - 40.85 mbgs in the nearby well 

records identified within the Phase I Study Area.  

5.0 INTERVIEWS 

Property Owner Representatives 

Ms. Carine Toham Ngoy, with NCTL Homes Inc., the current property owner was 

interviewed via e-mail correspondence as part of this assessment. According to 

Ms. Ngoy, the Phase I Property has always been used for residential purpose upon 

development. Ms. Ngoy stated that she was unaware of any environmental 

concerns on the Phase I Property. 

The information obtained through the interview with Ms. Ngoy is considered to be 

consistent with site information obtained from other sources (aerial photos, ERIS 

Database Report and site observations) and is considered to be valid.  
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6.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE 

6.1 General Requirements 

A site visit was conducted on October 18, 2024, by Mr. Kuldeep Panchal with the 

Environmental Department of Paterson Group. Weather conditions at the time of 

the site inspection were clear and approximately 16°C. In addition to the site, the 

uses of neighbouring properties within the Phase I Study Area were assessed at 

the time of the site visit from publicly accessible areas. 

6.2 Specific Observations at the Phase I Property 

Buildings and Structures  

One-storey residential dwelling with a full basement level, a detached car garage 

and a storage shed are present on the Phase I Property. The residential dwelling 

was constructed prior to 1965 and is currently heated with a natural gas fired 

furnace. The residential dwelling is constructed with a concrete foundation and is 

finished on the exterior with vinyl siding, and concrete stucco and with a sloped 

shingled roof. The detached car garage and the storage shed are constructed on 

concrete slab on grade and finished on the exterior with vinyl siding and with a 

sloped metal roof. As per conversation with representative from NCTL Homes Inc. 

during the site inspection, the detached car garage and the storage shed are 

currently being used as household equipment and tool storage for the tenants of 

the residential dwelling. 

Site Features 

The subject site is currently occupied with a residential dwelling, a storage shed 

and a detached car garage. The remainder of the subject site consists of a laneway 

and landscaped areas. The Phase I Property is considered to be at grade with 

respect to the adjacent roadways. The site topography is generally flat and the 

regional topography slopes downward to the south. 

Water drainage on the Phase I Property occurs via infiltration and surface runoff to 

ditch and catch basins located along the Renaud Road. No ponded water, stressed 

vegetation, surficial staining, or any other indications of potential sub-surface 

contamination were observed on the subject site at time of the site inspection. 

No drains, pits or sumps were observed on the exterior of the Phase I Property at 

the time of the site inspection. No evidence of current or former railway lines or 

spur lines on the Phase I Property was observed at the time of the site inspection. 
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Site features are presented on Drawing PE6788-1 – Site Plan, provided in the 

Figures section following the text. 

Potential Environmental Concerns 

❑ Groundwater Monitoring Wells 

No monitoring wells were identified on the Phase I Property during the site 

assessment.  

❑ Fuels and Chemical Storage 

Two possible vent and fill pipes were observed coming out of the south side 

foundation wall. These vent and fill pipes are presumably associated with 

former above ground storage tank (AST) in the basement. No chemicals 

were found to be stored on the exterior of the Phase I Property. 

❑ Waste Management 

Solid, non-hazardous domestic waste and recyclable products are stored in 

plastic bins adjacent to the exterior of the car garage and are collected by 

the municipality on a regular basis. No environmental concerns were 

identified with respect to waste management practices on the Phase I 

Property. 

❑ Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) and Transformer Oil 

No transformers were observed on the exterior of the Phase I Property. 

❑ Fill Material 

No evidence of fill material was observed on the exterior of the Phase I 

Property at the time of the site inspection. 

Interior Assessment  

The interior of the car garage and storage shed were not accessible during the site 

visit. A general description of the interior of the residential dwelling is as follows: 

 Floors consist of concrete, carpet, laminate, and vinyl floor tiles; 

 Walls consist of drywall and concrete block; 

 Ceilings consist of suspended tiles, plaster and stippled plaster; 

 Lighting is provided by fluorescent and LED fixtures. 
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Potentially Hazardous Building Products 

❑ Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs) 

Based on the age of construction of the subject building (prior to 1965), 

asbestos containing building materials may be present within the structure. 

Potentially asbestos-containing materials (ACMs) observed at the time of 

the site inspection include drywall joint compound, vinyl floor tiles, 

suspended ceiling tiles and stippled plaster.  

❑ Lead-Based Paints (LBPs) 

Based on the age of construction of the subject building (prior to 1965), lead-

based paints (LBPs) may be present within the structure. Painted surfaces 

were generally observed to be in good condition at the time of the site 

inspection and do not pose an immediate concern. 

❑ Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) and Transformer Oil 

No potential sources of PCBs were identified inside the residential dwelling 

at the time of the site inspection. 

❑ Urea Formaldehyde Foam Insulation (UFFI) 

UFFI was not observed in the subject building at the time of the site 

inspection, however, wall cavities were not inspected for insulation type.  

Other Potential Environmental Concerns 

❑   Fuel and Chemical Storage 

The possible former above ground storage tank (AST) location was 

identified in the basement associated with identified possible vent and fill 

pipes observed on the exterior of the subject building. There are currently 

no tanks in the building. It is our opinion that the possible former presence 

of the AST does not pose a potential environmental concern to the subject 

site. No staining was observed in the vicinity of the former AST, and the 

concrete floor was in good condition with no cracks.  No stressed vegetation 

was observed on the exterior of the residential dwelling below the former fill 

and vent pipes.  

Chemical products identified in the subject buildings were observed to be  

predominantly limited to domestically available cleaning products and paint,  

stored properly in their original containers.   
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❑   Wastewater Discharge  

Wastewater generated on the Phase I Property, including wash water and 

sewage, is discharged to the municipal water system.   

❑ Drains, Pits and Sumps 

One sump pit was observed within the basement of the subject building. 

The sump pit was dry, with no odours or staining noted at the time of the 

site inspection. No concerns were identified with respect to wastewater 

discharges at the Phase I Property. 

❑  Ozone Depleting Substances (ODSs) 

Potential sources of ODSs observed on-site include a refrigerator and an 

air-conditioning unit. These appliances were noted to be in good condition 

at the time of the site inspection and should be regularly serviced by a 

licensed contractor. 

Neighbouring Properties 

An inspection of the neighbouring properties was conducted from publicly 

accessible areas at the time of the site visit.  Land use adjacent to the Phase I 

Property was as follows:  

❑ North      - Renaud Road, followed by institutional building; 

❑ South      -  Vacant lands and residential dwellings; 

❑ East        -  Residential dwellings, followed by White Street; 

❑ West       -   Vacant land, followed by residential dwellings. 

Land use within the Phase I Study consists of properties used residential and 

institutional purposes. No potentially contaminating activities were identified on or 

in the vicinity of the Phase I Property. Current land use of properties within the 

Phase I Study Area is presented on Drawing PE 6788-2 – Surrounding Land Use 

Plan.   
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7.0 REVIEW AND EVALUATION OF INFORMATION 

7.1 Current and Past Uses 

Based on a review of available historical information, the Phase I Property was first 

developed with a residential dwelling prior to 1965 and has been used for 

residential purposes ever since. 

Potentially Contaminating Activities (PCAs) and Areas of Potential 

Environmental Concern (APECs) 

Based on the findings of the Phase I ESA, no PCAs were identified.  

No APECs have been identified on the Phase I Property. 

Contaminants of Potential Concern (CPCs) 

No Contaminants of Potential Concern (CPSs) were identified on the Phase I 

property. 

7.2 Conceptual Site Model 

Geological and Hydrogeological Setting 

The Geological Survey of Canada website on the Urban Geology of the National 

Capital Area was consulted as part of this assessment. Based on the information 

from NRCAN, bedrock in the area of the site consists of interbedded limestone and 

shale of the Lindsay Formation. Based on the maps, the surficial geology consists 

of nearshore marine sediments with an overburden thickness ranging from 25 to 

50m.  

The topographic maps indicate that the elevation of the Phase I Property is 

approximately 85m above sea level. The regional topography in the general area 

of the Phase I Property slopes downward to the south.  

Fill Placement 

 No evidence of fill placement was observed at the time of the site inspection. 

Water Bodies and Areas of Natural Significance 

A search for areas of natural significance and features within the Phase I Study 

Area was conducted on the website of the Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources 

(MNR) on October 11, 2024. The search did not reveal any areas of natural 
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significance within the Phase I Study Area. The nearest body of water is the Ottawa 

River, approximately 6.3km north of the Phase I Property.  

Potable Water Wells 

A search of the MECPs website was conducted on October 16, 2024, for all drilled 

well records within a 250 m radius of the Phase I Property. Two potable water well 

records were identified for the Phase I Property. The water wells were installed in 

1970 and 1972 for domestic water supply. Two records for domestic supply wells 

installed in 1969 and 1970 were identified within the Phase I Study Area. Based 

on the availability if municipal services, no drinking water wells are expected to be 

currently in use within the Phase I Study Area.  

Monitoring Wells  

No monitoring well record was identified for the Phase I Property. The search 

identified one monitoring well record for surrounding properties within the Phase I 

Study Area, dated 2012. The monitoring well records are assumed to have been 

installed for geotechnical purposes and/or as part of previous environmental 

investigations.  

In general, according to the well records, the strata in the Phase I Study Area 

consists of sand over underlying clay, over limestone bedrock. Limestone bedrock 

was encountered at depths ranging from 29.87 - 40.85 mbgs in the nearby well 

records identified within the Phase I Study Area 

Existing Buildings and Structures 

One-storey residential dwelling with a full basement level, a detached car garage 

and a storage shed are present on the Phase I Property. The residential dwelling 

was constructed prior to 1965 and is currently heated with a natural gas fired 

furnace. The residential dwelling is constructed with a concrete foundation and is 

finished on the exterior with vinyl siding, and concrete stucco and with a sloped 

shingled roof. The detached car garage and the storage shed are constructed on 

concrete slab on grade and finished on the exterior with vinyl siding and with a 

sloped metal roof. As per conversation with representative from NCTL Homes Inc. 

during the site inspection, the detached car garage and the storage shed are 

currently being used as household equipment and tool storage for the tenants of 

the residential dwelling.

No Contaminants of Potential Concern (CPSs) were identified on the Phase I 

property. 

Assessment of Uncertainty and/or Absence of Information 

The information available for review as part of the preparation of this Phase I- ESA 

is considered to be sufficient to conclude that there are no PCAs present within the 

Phase I Study Area and there are no APECs on the Phase I Property. A variety of 

independent sources were consulted as part of this assessment, and as such, the 

conclusions of this report are not affected by uncertainty which may be present 

with respect to the individual sources. 
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8.0 CONCLUSIONS 

8.1 Assessment 

Paterson Group was retained by NCTL Homes Inc., to conduct a Phase I-

Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) for 6408 Renaud Road, in the City of 

Ottawa, Ontario.  The purpose of this Phase I-ESA was to research the past and 

current use of the Phase I Property and 250m Phase I Study Area, and to identify 

any environmental concerns with the potential to have impacted the Phase I 

Property. 

Based on the available historical information, the Phase I Property was initially 

developed with the existing residential dwelling prior to 1965. No changes to the 

property use have been noted since that time. No historical potentially 

contaminating activities (PCAs) were identified on the Phase I Property.  

The majority of surrounding lands within the Phase I Study Area were historically 

used for agricultural or were vacant with some residential use along the Renaud 

Road and White Street. The surrounding area was further developed in the last 

decade and majority of the surrounding properties were developed with residential 

dwellings. 

Following the historical research, a site visit was conducted. The Phase I Property 

is currently occupied by one-storey residential dwelling with a full basement level, 

a detached car garage and a storage shed. No environmental concerns were 

identified with the current use of the Phase I Property. 

Land use within the Phase I Study Area consists of residential properties and one 

institutional building. No potentially contaminating activities (PCAs) were identified 

within the Phase I Study Area. 

Based on the findings of the Phase I ESA, it is our opinion that a Phase II- 

Environmental Site Assessment is not required for the Phase I Property. 

8.2 Recommendations 

Given the presence of potential vent and fill pipes along the exterior wall of the 

building, which are assumed to be related to a former above-ground storage tank 

(AST), additional soil testing is required on the Phase I Property to evaluate soil 

conditions before any off-site removal, in accordance with the Excess Soil 

Regulation.  
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Based on the age of the subject building (prior to 1965), asbestos containing 

building materials may be potentially present within the structure. Potential ACMs 

observed in the subject buildings include drywall joint compound, vinyl floor tiles, 

suspended ceiling tiles and stippled plaster. These materials were observed to be 

in fair to good condition at the time of the site inspection and do not represent an 

immediate concern to the building’s occupants. An asbestos survey of the subject 

building should be conducted in accordance with Ontario Regulation 278/05, under 

the Occupational Health and Safety Act, prior to any proposed demolition activities, 

if one has not already been conducted. 

Based on the age of the subject buildings (prior to 1965), lead-based paints may 

be present on any original or older painted surfaces. The painted surfaces within 

the subject buildings were generally observed to be in good condition and do not 

pose an immediate concern to the occupants of the building. Major work involving 

lead-based paint or other lead containing products must be done in accordance 

with O. Reg 843, under the Occupational Health and Safety Act. 

It is recommended that a Designated Substance Survey (DSS) be conducted for 

the existing building prior to any future renovation or demolition activities. 
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9.0 STATEMENT OF LIMITATIONS 

This Phase I - Environmental Site Assessment report has been prepared in general 

accordance with O.Reg. 153/04, as amended, and meets the requirements of CSA 

Z768-01 (reaffirmed 2022). The conclusions presented herein are based on 

information gathered from a limited historical review and field inspection program.  

The findings of the Phase I - ESA are based on a review of readily available 

geological, historical and regulatory information and a cursory review made at the 

time of the field assessment.  The historical research relies on information supplied 

by others, such as, local, provincial and federal agencies and was limited within 

the scope-of-work, time and budget of the project herein. 

Should any conditions be encountered at the Phase I property and/or historical 

information that differ from our findings, we request that we be notified immediately 

in order to allow for a reassessment. 

This report was prepared for the sole use of NCTL Homes Inc. Permission and 

notification from NCTL Homes Inc. and Paterson will be required to release this 

report to any other party.
